For Sec 1 students, the school will facilitate the
purchase of the school-prescribed personal learning
device (PLD) via the MOE bulk tender. Details regarding
the purchase process have been disseminated via
Parents Gateway on 23 December 2022. Parents with
no access to Parents Gateway may obtain a hardcopy of
the PLD Procurement Letter from the General Office via
their child. The deadline to indicate intent to purchase
the PLD through the school is 6 January 2023. Please
refer to the school website for more information on the
programme.

All students are reminded to bring a personal padlock
to make use of the school-provisioned PLD lockers to
safekeep their PLDs when these are not in use during
school hours. All PLDs must be brought home at the end
of each school day to facilitate students’ learning and
charging of devices at home.

Students who need technical assistance with their PLDs,
Student iCON and SLS account login, access to school
WiFi network for learning or to troubleshoot
installation of educational apps on their mobile devices
can visit the ICT Office located at Blk C, Level 2 (opposite
side of Main Staff Room) after school hours during the
following timings:

e Mon to Thu: 1410h to 1600h;

® Fri: 1230h to 1500h

Co-Curricular Activities (CCAs)

CCAs play a vital role in our students’ holistic
development, especially in the area of character
building. Regular attendance in CCA reflects a student’s
sense of pride and responsibility to learn and
participate in school activities. Hence, CCA attendance
is factored into assignment of conduct grade to
students. CCA attendance below 75% will affect the
student’s Conduct Grade adversely. To help students

make a more informed decision on their choice of CCA,
a CCA Bazaar will be held on Friday, 13 January 2023
from 2.00pm to 6.00pm to showcase what the various
CCAs are about. Secondary 1 students will also be given
the opportunity to join any CCA sessions/trainings
during the CCA Experience Week (16 — 19 January,
3.00pm to 6.00pm) to find out more and discover their
suitability for the CCA. Secondary 1 students will have
to submit their CCA choices by Tuesday, 24 January
2023 before the CCA allocation results are announced
by Friday, 27 January 2023.

: Blended Learning (BL)
Home-based Blended Learning days will continue to
be implemented in 2023. BL days in Term 1 for all
cohorts are on 8 Feb, 22 Feb and 8 Mar. Sec 1
students who require a device for learning may loan
from the ICT Office in the interim before the PLD is
ready for rollout. Students will stay at home to
participate in the learning activities designed by the
teachers, supported by their PLDs (i.e. Chromebook).
For Student-Initiated Learning, students are
encouraged to pursue topics that they are curious or
passionate about. This would empower students to
take charge of their own learning and encourage
them to be life-long and independent learners.

Road Safety

The school gates will close by 7.30am daily to limit the
movement of cars within the school compound for the
safety of our students. For students who arrive after the
gate closure, parents are advised to drop them off at
the HDB car park opposite the school main gate and
students should enter school via main entry gate B. Do
not drop off your child along Tampines St 21 just
outside the school gate as this could cause traffic
congestion and pose a danger to other road users and
pedestrians. Remind your child to use the zebra
crossings outside the school at all times when crossing
the road. For parents who are driving, please exercise
extra caution near zebra crossing and watch out for
students crossing the road.

Parents will be allowed to drive into the school
compound on rainy days to let your child alight at the
sheltered foyer area. For parents who are picking up
your children after school, please be advised to wait for
your child at the HDB carpark opposite the school.

Attendance

The school uses the SC mobile to record and monitor
student attendance. Should your child fail to register
his/her attendance before each day’s stipulated
reporting time, an SMS message will be sent to your
mobile phone to inform you of his/her absence in
school by 9.30 am.

Recess and Snack breaks

There are three recess slots of 40 minutes each for
students between 8.40am to 11.20am daily. Parents
may refer to the timetable on the school website for
more details. The school will continue with the 15-min
snack break for students between 12.00pm and
12.40pm to ensure that they can have a quick energy
boost if required. They will remain in class during the
snack break. Only plain water and dry, healthy snacks
are allowed. For lower secondary classes, snack breaks
will only apply on Mondays, as they will either have
early dismissal or given lunch period for the rest of the
school days.
